Rules & Regulations
For
St. John’s Goins Hall

1. All reservations should be made through the Church Office.  Reservations are made on a first come, first served basis.  The building will not be made available for an extended period of time.

2. Anyone or groups using the building will be expected to leave all facilities in the same condition as they found them.  This includes placing all garbage in the garbage cans at the back of the building.

3. The floor should be swept and mopped if needed.

4. All parties should be off the premises by 11:00 p.m.

5. All parties using the building (the leader or the person in charge) should check the building (including bathrooms) before leaving to be sure all lights and water are off and all doors are locked, and that all thermostats are turned off.

6. All parties using the building will make arrangements and secure a key from the church office.  The church office will keep the signed paperwork.  The person securing the key will be responsible for opening and closing the building.  Any party misbehaving can be asked to leave the premises by an appointed person from the church.  Any group incurring damages will be expected to pay all expenses, and special consideration will be given as to whether the group can use the building again.

7. No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on the premises at any time, inside or outside of the building.

8. The building will not be available to an outside group for a fund raising event.

9. No meeting of any kind should be held in Goins Hall during any scheduled Worship Service.

10. The heat or air conditioning should be turned on NO MORE than 2 HOURS before the scheduled event.

11. The building will not be available for political fund raising events.

12. The final authority for these rules and regulations is the responsibility of the St. John’s Lutheran Church Congregation Council.
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
